® ASK student to state the
Bus Expectations.

® Show Bus Expectations
poster and ask student to
read or repeat.

Ensure Safety
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TIPS for a great ride:

* Greet all students when
they enter/exit bus.

* Remind all students of
bus expectations to
prevent behavior
problems.

* Reinforce students
frequently for meeting bus
expectations.

* Hold students
accountable consistently
when they violate bus
expectations.

* Thank students for a safe
ride.

® TELL student the Bus
Expectations.

® Tell them what you
expect them to do.

Write ODR and
submit to BSA.

® MOVE student to the
front of the bus for the
rest of the week.
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INTERVENTION 4

* If behavior occurs again
during same week, write
an ODR and submit to

BSA.

BSA/Administration
assigns consequence
according to district
policy and notifies
parents, school, and
bus staff.
